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Forty Days of Lent 
This Wednesday, we begin again the Holy Season of 
Lent to prepare our hearts for the profundity of Holy 
Week. As we prepare for forty days of Lent, let us all 
fast, pray, and give alms for our own conversion, our par-
ish, and our community. This is a moment of grace and 
opportunity, for us to be witnesses of the truth and the 
power of conversion. May we all pray and fast for others, 
that all men and women would yield their will to the will 
of the One who is truly Lord of Heaven and Earth. 
Though we ordered copies at the point when we typically 
did, we were unable to get the Magnificat Lenten Com-
panion this year. I invite everyone to consider the Lord’s 
leading in terms of intentional prayerful reflection, pref-
erably on a daily basis. There are a host of options for 
online Lenten reflections.  
 
Fasting for Him 
As a reminder, Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are 
days of Fast and Abstinence. In the Church, the mini-
mum required fast, which applies to those between the 
ages of 18 and 59, is to refrain from eating between 
meals and to limit their eating to one full meal and two 
lighter meals that do not add up to a full meal. The law of 
abstinence (refraining from eating meat) applies to those 
14 years of age and older. All Fridays of Lent are days of 
abstinence. Let me encourage you to see these days of 
fasting and abstinence as an invitation to deepen your 
hunger for God and to discipline the appetites of the 
flesh.   
 
Ash Wednesday and Beyond 
There will be three Masses on Ash Wednesday at which 
we will distribute ashes. Come pray with us, as we begin 
our Lenten Journey together. The Masses will be held at 
8:15 a.m., 12:00 noon, and 6:00 p.m. See the bulletin for 
other opportunities to pray more this Lent. Each Friday, 
we will pray the Stations of the Cross in the church as 
soon as Benediction is completed, shortly after 6:30 p.m. 
NB: Young Family Stations of the Cross will be this Fri-
day at 5:15 in the church, followed by a meat-free pot-
luck in Mercy Hall.  
 
Diocesan Services Appeal 
Because I will be heading to Florida to assist with a John 
Paul II Healing Center Retreat for priests next Sunday 
afternoon, February 26, and won’t return until Wednes-
day, March 8, I feel the need to promote DSA this week-
end, so I can be present for most Masses as we prayerful-
ly consider making a pledge next weekend. That is ad-
mittedly a week sooner than the Diocese of Lansing has 
requested, but I don’t want the priests who will be cover-
ing the Masses to have to concern themselves with 
pledge details on my behalf. Some of us will be able to 
make a larger gift than others, but I would love for all our 
families to make a pledge of  some kind to show our sup-
port for the bishop and his excellent staff at the Diocesan 
Center. Come, Holy Spirit!  

Offer to God a Sacrifice of Thanksgiving (DSA 2023) 
“Offer to God a sacrifice of thanksgiving.” This text 
from the Book of Psalms reminds each of us of how we 
are to respond to the many gifts we have been given by 
God, and that greatest gift: the gift of His Son in the Ho-
ly Eucharist. Many blessings from God call forth from us 
many thanks, even sacrificial thanks. Our Diocesan Ser-
vices Appeal is one such opportunity to give God thanks 
for his great gifts; for the work of the Church in our own 
lives and in lives across our diocese. Please prayerfully 
consider your gift, and bring back the envelope next 
week or you can, of course, make a pledge online. Thank 
you!  
 
Loving Our Enemies 
In light of recent events at MSU, it seems fitting to share 
these reflections from a commentary on the Gospel of 
Matthew by Erasmo Leiva-Merikakis. I am happy to 
share the following quotes about loving enemies. It’s 
beautiful and poignant, and definitely worth revisiting:  
To be “in heaven”, to have one’s dwelling in the heav-
ens, far from connoting a spiritualistic fleeing from the 
earth, means rather to reside in the fullness of love and 
to be always engaged in bestowing the benefits of love 
on others—to pour out one’s being into the void in oth-
ers as if one were sunlight and rain . . . . Love, the over-
flow of goodness, is, as Thomas Aquinas tells us, 
“diffusive of itself”. It belongs to the very nature of love 
to flow outward, to gravitate like water to those empty 
low, dry places. If a characteristic of cosmic nature is 
horror vacui, an “abhorrence of the [physical] void”, 
the divine nature abhors the void of love and runs to 
remedy it. Hence the perfect appropriateness of the met-
aphor of light and rain in verse 45. Love, like the falling 
rain and the sunshine, moves out from a nucleus of maxi-
mum density to regions of darkness and aridity. Absence 
is an appeal for Love’s presence and visitation.  
 
Seizing the Days 
Let’s not waste these forty days. The Church gives us 
these days of fasting, penance, and almsgiving to open 
our hearts and lives to the work of redemption.  By the 
power of God’s grace, let us work to master our pas-
sions, resist the lies and temptations of the Evil One and 
the world, and become more like Jesus, living (as He 
always did) in fellowship with the Father and the Holy 
Spirit.
